Saints and Sinners in Virginia Catholic History—Fr. Gerald 
Fogarty, S.J., will be giving a talk at the Barry Robinson Theater at 
Bishop Sullivan Catholic High School May 8th at 7:30pm. In 400 
years, our Commonwealth has produced its share of notable fig-
ures. For example, one of the foremost leaders in building Virginia 
Catholicism was Fr. Matthew O’Keefe. He came to Virginia on 
loan from the Archdiocese of Baltimore and worked in our Diocese 
for over 35 years. He built the basilica of St. Mary of the Immacu-
late Conception in Norfolk after the earlier St. Patrick’s was 
burned. Fr. Matthew O’Keefe also built a larger version, the Im-
maculate Conception in Towson, Maryland, where he lived out his 
days. Fr. O’Keefe  is but one example in Virginia Churches his-
tory—come hear the author of Commonwealth Catholicism dis-
cuss our Catholic heritage.  Fr. Gerald Fogarty is the William R. 
Kenan Jr. Professor of Religious Studies and History at the Uni-
versity of Virginia.
